POOL SAFETY REMINDERS 

 
The hot and humid days of summer are here, and many residents are enjoying our Community 

Pools. We would like to remind all residents of the Rules and Regulations  

regarding use of the pools: 

 

Pool/Spa Hours: 8:00 a.m. – 10:00 p.m. 

The gate should NEVER be braced open and should be allowed to close completely. 

All users should shower before entering the Pools/Spas. 

Smoking is not permitted in the Pool/Spa areas. 

Only two guests PER UNIT are allowed and must be accompanied by the registered resident. 

Residents MUST NOT USE their access card to allow others to enter.  Each resident should use 

their own card. 

Headphones must be used when playing music. 

Food, alcoholic beverages, glass containers or animals are strictly prohibited. 

ANY VIOLATION OF THE RULES AND REGULATIONS MAY RESULT IN YOUR ACCESS CARD 

BEING DEACTIVATED AND USE OF THE POOLS/SPAS SUSPENDED
